Republicans meet in Baltimore in June of 1864. Lincoln moves to gain control of party and remove Radical threat.

Radicals in Congress determined they would control Reconstruction. July 2, 1864 they pass the Wade-Davis Bill.

By August 1864 defeatism had set in.

Democrats are extremely encouraged by summer of 1864. They meet in Chicago in September of 1864 and nominate the most available man…George B. McClellan. For the sake of unity to increase their election chances, they allow the Peace Democrats (Clement Vallandigham) to write the party platform.

Lincoln's victory is ironic as circumstances and events fall into place.
