-wealthy, devoted to Confederacy, hard worker and honest


-Confederacy was under financed, will have the hard task of raising 

 money

Attorney General: Judah Benjamin, former Senator from Louisiana


-Davis’s closest friend, will serve in a number of cabinet positions

Secretary of the Navy: Stephen Mallory of Florida


-most innovative of Davis’ cabinet, builds Confederate Navy out of 

           nothing

Secretary of War: Leroy Pope Walker of Alabama


-wealthy, large slave owner, will resign after 2 months

Postmaster General: John Regan, former Senator from Texas

-law says post office must be self-supporting by 1863; he will need to 

 cut services

***Over next 4 years, 14 men will serve in the ever-changing cabinet***
