Confederate Society through 1863

Confederacy went to war in 1861 to conserve a way of life. They believed that their social, economic and racial way of life was threatened. They could not control the consequences of their war effort, which would drastically alter their pre-war values. These new values would be a direst antithesis of what they believed. This was heightened by the desire and need to win.

Confederate war effort was a process of forced mobilization to answer Union mobilization. This mobilization was extremely ingenious and far beyond anything that was occurring in the Union.
