Constitutional Research Project
This will be a group research project over a selected Constitutional issue. Unlike many past projects this will not be a project where you will be taking a side to defend. I am more interested in your ability to research the background and history of issues. 

Research: In the first part of your research you should identify the parts of the Constitution that apply to your topic. Be sure to identify all sections and clauses that apply. Next you should look at government actions within the scope of the Constitution. For example: what supreme courts cases, executive orders, laws, Amendments, etc apply. 

Sources: There is no minimum number of sources that you should use for this project; however you do need to use enough to provide and adequate coverage of your topic. You must use and start your research with books, switching to internet after you have gained a solid start. YOU ARE HEREBY FORBIDDEN UNDER PENALTY OF SEVERE TORTURE AND DEATH TO USE WIKIPEDIA. (Not really, but just don’t use it.) This is not a credible source in many cases. Your project must contain a formal and accurate source list using the MLA format (attached).  Any project without a source list will receive a grade of zero. Word process your source list and hand in the day of your presentation. Do not put your source list in the PowerPoint, etc.
Presentation: The final portion of the grade for this project will be a presentation. There will be no “written paper’ for this project. The presentation must be a multi-media presentation of some kind. You may use PowerPoint, video, etc. Your presentation must be turned in the day before you are to go so that it may be reviewed. All presentation must follow the CFHS Code of Conduct. Any presentation that contains objectionable material or violates the Code of Conduct will receive a failing grade. If your presentation includes music, you must also provide a printed copy of the lyrics. On the back is a copy of the evaluation form so that you might see exactly how your presentation will be grade. The Presentation will be worth 200 points. Other grades will also be taken during the work times.
