Response Papers
The purpose of the weekly response papers is to allow you to synthesize the reading material and some lecture notes into a discussion format. These papers are to be used as starting points for the weekly discussion as well a discussion that may come from the lectures. Well generated and thought-out papers will allow everyone to participate in the discussion confidently. While many of these topics are one-sided in nature; you may opt to take the opposing side. 
Requirements:

1. Papers should be only 2 or 3 well developed and structured paragraphs.

2. Word processed, size 12 New Times Roman font, 1 inch margins, single spaced.

3. While this is not “a formal” paper, it is a good time to practice the list of things not to do in a formal paper. Your grade may depend on that practice as we go on.

Week 1: Should industrialists such as Vanderbilt, Carnegie, Rockefeller, etc. be viewed as

Week 2: What in the world does any of this have to do with The Wizard of OZ?

Week 5: How did the end of World War II impact international relationships and how did it 

               change U.S. foreign policy?
Week 6: Why was there such a great transformation from the “happy days” of the 1950’s to the 
               turbulent period of social change in the 1960’s? 
Week 7: Did the U.S. win the Cold War?
