U.S. in Vietnam- Mr. Echelberger

Course Description: This course will be a study of the Vietnam War. Students will learn about the history of Vietnam, the geopolitical developments leading to the war and the events of U.S. involvement. Students will also study the prosecution of the war and the ramifications of the war on the future U.S. This will be accomplished through a variety of mediums including lectures, films, photographs, guest speakers and outside readings.
Course Expectations:

Students are expected to come to class prepared and ready to learn. This includes bringing all materials and the mindset to learn. As a group of upperclassmen they are expected to show maturity and respect for the material, teacher and each other. Absences are detrimental to the educational process and in the case of lectures cannot be easily “made up”. In most cases excessive absences will have a strong impact on one’s ability to learn and is strongly discouraged. Students are expected to make up all missed material in a timely manner and it is the student’s responsibility to ask for their make-up work.
In this course, the students will:
· explore the history of early Vietnam and its relationship to the eventual conflict involving the U.S.

· learn the roots of Vietnamese colonialism and movement toward independence. 

· analyze the involvement of the United States and the decisions which led to conflict.

· discover the result and legacy of the Vietnam War. 
Grading Procedures:

Grading is done on a point system for all assignment; the more important the assignment, the higher the point value. Grades are taken on such things as participation, tests, reaction papers, and various in-class assignments and projects. Grade is determined by adding all points earned and dividing by the total possible to calculate a percentage.
